The MRC des Collines Residual Material management plan’s
main goal is to recuperate 65% of residual materials.

To attain the set goal , extensive community mobilization
will be required. In order to facilitate participation, the
MRC and its constituent municipalities have taken several
measures to Reduce-Reuse-Recycle and Recover (4R) the
residual waste that is produced:

2005 Construction of a Recyclable material
© sorting facility
2005-06 Distribution of bins on wheels

2008 Membership in Eco-peinture program
2008 Opening of a Household Hazardous
Waste depot

The results of these actions were very encouraging,
especially in regards to recyclable materials, where most
of our objectives were attained.

Despite the progress made, there is still much to do,
especially in source reduction : the sustainable solution
for waste reduction.

Waste disposal is one of the few services listed on the
property tax bill that is directly linked to the amount of
waste produced by residents: the more we produce waste
destined for a landfill , the more we pay.

BY COMPOSTING AT HOME

170 kg/res or 40% of the total amount of
residual materials produced by a resident of
the MRC annually can be composted at
home.
